V A guarantee that the kitten/cat is in good health 
at the time of sale (If the kitten contracts any 
illness within 7 days, the breeder will take the 
kitten back or pay the veterinary bills of the new 

owner), 

V Pedigree & registration papers are negotiable 

and may be provided on proof of desexing. 

A reputable breeder will encourage the pur-
chaser to contact the breeder if the pur-
chaser has any questions and the breeder
